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(1) Like human beings, fish tend to gather in crowds with familiar individuals rather than with strange

ones.

(2) This tendency is advantageous in that their growth and survival rate increases and they are more likely

to defend themselves from their enemies.

(3) scientists have discovered that the increase in CO, due to climate change can block their ability to

recognize each other and form a group.
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
